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TOP PERFORMING SCHOOL

Whitefish Bay High School, a mid-sized, comprehensive high school with a 2010-11 enrollment of 890 students (grades 9-12), is consistently one of the top performing high schools in Wisconsin and the nation as evidenced by performance data provided in this profile.  In particular, over the past three years:

· The average ACT composite score of 26.1, corresponding to a participation rate of 91%, is the highest of all Wisconsin public high schools.
· Combined SAT critical reading, math, and writing scores are 1892, exceeding the national average of 1506 by 386 points.

· The average Advanced Placement exam score of 4.03 exceeds the global average of 2.92 by more than 1.1 points.

· The number of students scoring proficient or advanced on the Grade 10 WKCE is among the highest in the state, 18% higher than the Wisconsin average.

In addition, this past year's ACT composite score of 26.6 is the highest in school history, and the second highest on record for all Wisconsin public high schools.  Furthermore, Whitefish Bay is the only public high school in the state of Wisconsin to achieve an average ACT composite score greater than 25 in each of the past ten years, and the ten year average score of 25.7 is the highest of all Wisconsin public high schools.
RIGOROUS CURRICULUM

Whitefish Bay High School's record of outstanding academic achievement is tied directly to the rigorous college preparatory curriculum our school provides.  A summary of the core components of the curriculum is included as part of this profile along with grade distributions for the past school year.  These distributions demonstrate that top marks are not easily achieved, as indicated by the non-weighted grade point average of 3.01 for grades earned in all core academic classes.  Challenging curriculum is essential to preparing our students for success beyond high school, especially since 95% of them, on average, are intent on continuing their education in college.

SUPPORTIVE COMMUNITY

Whitefish Bay is a residential suburb located north of Milwaukee along Lake Michigan with a population of approximately 14,000.  The schools are a central focus of a community comprised largely of well educated professionals and their families, and are a leading reason Whitefish Bay was identified by Money Magazine in 2011 as one of the top 100 places to live in the United States.  Residents hold the school district to high standards and enjoy a strong sense of pride in what has been a long standing tradition of educational excellence.  In addition to serving resident students, Whitefish Bay also participates in, and is strongly supportive of, the Chapter 220 program that enables Milwaukee public school minority students to attend suburban schools.
