Re: 2010 Report of the Visual Arts Curriculum Review

Recommendation: That the Instruction Committee approve the report of the K — 12 Visual Arts
Curriculum Review Committee.

Background: As a part of the district’s on-going curriculum review cycle, every six to seven years
each curricular area is reviewed by a committee and recommendations from that committee are
brought to the Instruction Committee of the School Board. In June of 2009, the Visual Art teachers
began the review process through evaluating the mission and goals for their program. From
September to date, the committee has met numerous times to evaluate the current Visual Arts
Program and to make recommendations for modifications and improvements to the program.

The report outlines the committee’s efforts, the status of the program, the linkage between the Visual
Arts Program and the district’s Focus Plan, the adopted mission and goal statements, a series of
summarized and explained recommendations, and a brief overview of the future implementation,
professional development and program evaluation.

Financial Implications: There are no new costs in the annual budget for the recommendations
included in the report. Anticipated costs include $20,000 of instructional resources, supplies, and
SMART Board technology from the Instruction Office budget and up to $4,320 in summer curriculum
development time.
