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Math ~ Unit 2 focuses on three topics: estimation, computational procedures, and data analysis. We will begin with estimation and addition/subtraction of decimals. We will introduce traditional multiplication algorithms.

RLA – We have begun our novels that support our unit theme of relating to others.  We will reinforce the strategies of sequence and author’s purpose.


Science ~  We are investigating Lifeboats, which is where students investigate the capacity of different size boats!  They will measure the capacity in milliliters as well as test each boat to see how many ‘passengers’ each boat will hold.  Students will practice graphing the results.

Social Studies ~ Our focus will now shift to different regions of the United States and some of the features that set it apart. We begin by learning how the first people came to the America’s, where they settled, and how they lived.
