All projects are due on August 1st. Additional information will be provided if your proposal is approved. 

Members of the Social Studies and Health Review Committees need not submit curriculum writing proposals as the work will be approved by the School Board as part of the curriculum review process.  

All other projects, including proposals related to the adoption of new high school textbooks/tradebooks, travelship grant integration, program updates, etc., require a proposal.  As a result of School Board timelines and budget processes, please understand I cannot accept proposals after April 1. 

I encourage you to take advantage of this opportunity!  Last summer, nearly 75 teachers were granted a cumulative total of 1,200+ hours of curriculum writing time, resulting in improved instruction and learning.
