10 Things about Battle of the Books 
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1. A battle consists of 10 questions for each team, totaling 20 questions per battle.

2. Questions are asked in an order that alternates between the teams.
3. A correct answer consists of the book title.  Teams have the option of also giving the author’s name for additional points.  If a team answers with the correct title, they get 5 points.  If they get the title and author correct, they get an additional 3 points, totaling up to 8 points.

4. Each team has 30 seconds to answer.  If at the end of 30 seconds the team is unable to correctly identify the book title (this would happen if a wrong answer or no answer is given), the opposing team has the opportunity to answer the question.  They will have 15 seconds to confer and answer.

5. If a team answers incorrectly then the next team has the opportunity to ‘steal’ the 5 points for the correct title.  They may not receive the additional 3 points for author.

6. Teams are expected to discuss their answers before giving a final answer.  Only the designated answerer may answer questions.

7. If a team member is absent on the day of the battles the team is expected to compete, but if two team members are absent the battle will be rescheduled.

8. At the end of the battle, when all 20 questions have been asked, each teams’ points are totaled and it is announced which team moves to the next round.  

9. Each team is guaranteed two battles, which will take place during the first round of battles.

10. At the beginning of a round of battles, all teams begin with zero points.  In other words, points are not carried over from one round to the next.
