Also featured is an eclectic range 
of music and movies and gently used toys and puzzles. Another popular Book Sale feature is the Sunday Fill-A-Bag: As 
many books as you can put into a standard grocery bag for $5. Bags provided!  
  
Teachers: Stock your classrooms! A large inventory of children’s books! Library discards are only $2 a bag.  
  
Proceeds from the book sales go to supplement the wide range of activities at the Library including reading programs, 
computer equipment purchases, speakers, furniture and much more.
