Course Syllabus and Texts
Course Description:  English 2R is designed as an introduction to the study of literature at the high school level.  Students will learn to respond to multiple genres (types) of literature, making connections to themselves, other texts and the world around them through writing, presentation and discussion.  English 2R also focuses on key reading comprehension strategies necessary for understanding complex texts.

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Classroom Expectations

Welcome to English 2R.  Hopefully the following information will answer most of the basic questions you have about life in our English class.  

Late/Missed Work

1. Late homework (everything except major long term projects and papers) is worth 50% credit if turned in within the unit in which it was assigned.  After that, they are 0%.  All work must be completed by the beginning of class on the day it is due.

2. Presentations receive two grades—content and delivery.  If you are not ready to go on the day of your presentation, you get an F for delivery and your content grade will go down one day for every day you avoid presenting.

3. Long-term papers and projects that are late are down-graded a full grade every day.  Weekends will count as two days.

Excused Absences

1. If you are absent with a justified excuse, you will have one day after your return to make up any work that was ASSIGNED the day of your absence.

2. Work DUE ON THE DAY OF YOUR ABSENCE is due to me on the day of your return to school.

3. If you missed a previously scheduled test or quiz, you must make up your test at ISHP in room 336 the DAY AFTER YOU RETURN TO SCHOOL.
Tardies/Unexcused Absences
I will follow the policies found in your student handbook/agenda.  

· “Repeated incidence of tardiness will result in parent notification”—tardy #3.
· “A student who is tardy 4 or more times to a single class during a semester will be referred to the Associate Principal for disciplinary action.” (page 15)

· Complete all homework on time; it is due at the beginning of class.

· No pink, yellow, purple, red glitter, or any other distracting ink colors.

· Do not place assignments in my mailbox or on my desk.  You must have made EYE CONTACT with me when turning in make up work.

· Computer/printer problems are NOT an excuse for late work. Think ahead for printing.  Always email yourself a copy of the assignment in case of emergency.
